Carl Jung 

Carl Jung is often credited with the view many of us have of psychology today Ð psychology is 
not merely a science of treatment for the mentally ill, but is a philosophical approach to living 
life in a full and meaningful way.  Like his mentor Sigmund Freud, Jung introduced the public 
to a wide range of psychological concepts not originally part of our everyday vocabulary, but 
which were assimilated into the popular imagination:  for example, the words ÒintrovertÓ and 
ÒextrovertÓ are JungÕs terms.  In his essay, The Structure of the Psyche, Jung lays out the 
geography of both the conscious and the unconscious mind; in The Relations between the Ego 
and Unconscious he continues his work in the psyche and looks at these two important aspects 
of it; finally The Spiritual Problem of Modern Man is a dramatic call for assessing the 
condition of the modern world and man's place in it.
